Your bulkhead light is suitable for outdoor use
providing it is mounted either verticaly (with
the cable entry gand facing downwards) or
horizontaly. In either case ensure the cable
gand forms atight sedl around the cable. The
ided cable for the job will be outdoor rated,
circular in profile and have an overdl outside
diameter of 7mm - any thicker and it may not pass
through the rubber o-ring inside the gand; eny thinner
and awatertight sed may not be fully formed.
